Furnishing free text books and other supplies to the
schools has caused an unusual bill to appear in the town
report of expenditures. This expense will probably be
nearly as large the ensuillg year.

As no special appropriation has been made by tht" to\\'n
for this purpose, it has been chargt"c1 to the incidental ac-
count, No bill has been presented by the commiut't' for
the labor of purchasing and distributing thes~ supplies to
the diRt-rent schools fi'OIn time to time through the year.
\Ve have instructed the teachers to exercise economy in
dealing out :the smaller supplies. such as paper. pe~ciJs,
pens, ink. etc .• and also to use due care in the collection
and custody of tlw text books at the close of the term.

With all the pains that may be tahn io this directioo,
there will be more wastefulness by the pupils than would
occur if the supplit~!'lwere purchased directly by the par-
ents..

Although there were se,'eral cases of diphtheria in town
during the fall, yet, with the exception of the Perry Hill
school. it did Qot seriously retard the usual, progress of the
school work.

Millie E. Tripp. a ,'ery promising pupil in the Perry
Hill school, died of diphtheria, October 25. ,885'.

Conside::rable care:: ha~ bee::n extrcised by tht board of

-
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health in executing the law relative tn the spread of conta-
g-ious diseases in the public schools, and the result has been
creditable to the officer of the hoard haring it in charge.

The law requiring physiology and hygiene to be taught
does nnt appear to be nptional but mandatory. requiring
special instruction to be gh'en relati\'e to the effects of
alcoholic drinks. stimulant; and narcotics upon the organs
of the human body and their functions.

The proper execution of this law cannot fail to gi,'e the
young a distinct knowledge of their own organization, and
the laws for the presen'atian of health and to impress upon
their young minds a desire to shun the many evils arisin~
from an intemperate use of alcoholic drinks.

~swe become more acquainted with our work, we see
the importance of making a deliberate and choice selection
of teacllers. that we may raise the standard of our schools
to that degree of excellence which the times demand.

We want talented teachers adapted and trained for the
profession, who art" teaching not merely as a stepping
stone to some other business. but who are alive to their
work and are daily qualifying themselves to become ex-
perts in teaching and in finishing and forming aright the
characters of their pupils.

Let us be prompt and willing to assist in the education
of our children. for, in only a few years they will occupy
the place which we now fill. and upon them will fall the
usual duties and responsibilities of life.
