REPORT OF THE BOARD OF SELECTMEN 

To the Citizens of Acushnet: 

We the Board of Selectmen respectfully submit here­
with our report for the year ending December 31, 1968. 

At the ini tial meeting, following the Town Meeting, 
re-organization look place. At this time Gerard Charest 
was elected Chairman of the Board and Wilfred C. Fortin 
was reappointed clerk for 1968. 

The Board as in past years. met every Monday evening 
at 7:00 P.M. in their office in the Town Hall. Here they 
heard petitioners and carried out the various duties con­
nected with the ir office. In add ition, it was quite fre­
quently found necessa ry to meet on other even ings to take 
care of special considerations and requirements. 

To say that 1968 was a b usy year for all officials and 
departments in our Town would indeed be an understate­
ment. The g rowth of ou r community, the stead y increase 
in the cost o f li,·ing and com pliance to d irect ives enfo rced 
hy the ta te broug ht to a head many problems which have 
been c reeping up on us for many yea rs and could no 
longer be put o fT. Specifically, the need for more class­
rooms. necessary increases in the sala ries of Town Em­
ployees, the neces ity of prov id ing proper facili ties for 
solid waste disposal and the greater accumulation of 
surface 'r ater created by the building of uew homes, all 
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these cr ises and more clamored for a ttention and de­
manded solu tions. 

Consequentl y it has been necessary for all of us. elected 
o ffic ials, T own Employees and all a ppointed members of 
va r ious commi ttees Lo devote more time and energy than 
ever be fo re Lo the monume ntal task o [ meet ing these chal­

lenges and come up with sensible suggestions. 

Here in passing, we want to express our gratitude and 
that of our people to the aforeme ntioned gentlemen who 
accepted a ppointments to committees and gave so much 
Lime. efTorl and good sound judgment in the d ischa rge of 
their duties. The F inance Committee, Personnel Board, 

chool Bu ilding lccd Committee. chool Bu ild ing Com­
mittee and the Committee to investiga te the feasabi lity o f 
I lousing for the Aged. All of these people have given hour 
upon hour of ha rd frus trating work only to expose them­
selves very o ft en to criticism, j usti fied and otherwise. 

T he only remune ration these dedicated citizen receive 
is our a ppreciat ion and we feel it is well deserved. T he re 
is such a need for interested c it izens who a re ab le and 
most of all willing Lo become involved. Lo g ive unselfishly 
o f their Lime. to delve into the mass of detai ls connected 
with each project. The impor tan t thing is to come up with 
the be l answe rs a t the lea I cost Lo the taxpayers. 

U nfo rtu nately. work o f the Chapter 90 l\l iddle Road 
project was held up again this year by techn icalities wh ich 
were explained at the last T own Meeting. Fortunately, 
these have been resolved and work will s tart as soon as 

the weathe r coopera tes. T he same applies to other surface 
wate r problems which have plagued us. 
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Much has been accomplished, much remains to be done, 
but you may rest assured that a ll that is humanly possible 
is undertaken to bring good education to our young and 
comfortable living to our people, within our abi lity to 
meet our financial obligations. 

S incere thanks to all our people for thci r cooperation 
and constructive criticism. Only in working together for 
the good o f a ll can we achieve our mutual goal: "A Horne 
Town T o Be Proud Of! "

Atte nd a nce a l the beach was very 
good, and many used the facilities al the picnic area in the g rove 
next Lo the beach. A lifeguard was hired and was on duly d uring 
the regular swimming season. 

At it beginning in 1962. the Consen ·a tion Commission sel up 
a Conservation Fund. which was funded a nnu ally. fo r the pur­
pose of pu rchas ing properly Lo be used fo r co nservat ion purposes.

T he Comm ittee has devo ted a g reat deal o f Lime Lo the fo rmu­

lation o f sound polic ies. both educa tiona l a nd fi na ncial. The ir 
concern with school fac ilit ies. both regio na lly a nd local ly, have

T he pas l yea r has produced many and \'aried e ffo rt s lo provide 

q ua lit ) educa tion. 

T he ma jo r adoptio n o f new elementary lextbook 11 1 social sc•-
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ences and language arts. The adoptions bring the latest methods 
and "new" approach to these traditional school subjects. The 
social science texts provide a multi-disciplined approach to our 
heritage and what is to be learned from it. By combining the 
history, geography, civics, economics, anthropology and sociology 
of a society, the student is able to envision all factors contributing 
to its development. The language arts texts have succeeded in 
providing a tool that will upgrade the quality of this curriculum 
area and also provide the latest methodology in presentation. 

The completion of these textbook adoptions, ends our first five 
year plan to update all teaching materials. The students and 
teachers have been provided with new textbooks in all major sub­
ject areas of the curriculum. The task of keeping current will be 
the arm of the future. 

A remedial reading teacher is working part-time in the elemen­
tary schools. This will provide corrective training at the earliest 
possible time in the educational process of these youngsters. This 
teacher also works part-time as a teacher of children with Specific 
Learning Disabilities on a tutorial basis. These children, because 
of certain neurological functions, need special help in the reading 
process. 

The establishment of an evening school program for adults. 
This program offered Landscape Gardening and Sewing I for the 
men and women of the community. The Fall term expanded the 
program to Sewing I and Sewing II. Education is a continuous 
process and the school department is making efforts to provide 
opportunities toward this end. 

An evening guidance program has been started at the junior 
high school. Knowing the conflict of school hours and working 
commitments, the school department has provided this conveni­
ence. Any parent concerned with his child's progress in school 
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or his goals. may d iscuss them priva tely. in the even ing . b y mak­
ing a n a ppointment wi th the guidance coun clor. 

T he establishment o f a fo rmal a rt progra m. under the d irection 
of Mrs. Vern a Wuore la, will coord inate this curriculum area and 
p rov ide an add itional area of the curriculum to expand the ir 
ta le nts. 

The formulation of a fo rmal vocal music program for the elc· 
menta ry and junior hig h school grade . Mr. Bernard Bashford 
has been empl oyed as music coordinato r and is developing a 
stro ng music program. Within a few years. as the vocal music 
program is strengthe ned, the h ope is to provide an instrumenta l 
music program and a n Acushnet Schoo l Band. 

Two fede ral g rants aga in made possible a summer read ing 
progra m a nd an a fter-school shop progra m. Added to this was 
a n after-school tuto rial mathematics program. 

Two federa ly matching-g ran t prog rams have provided new 
reading mate ria ls fo r the elementar y schools and new science 
equ ipment in the j unio r high school. 

The school libraries have received new books a nd supplies and 
a rc now becoming functional un its in the schools. 

The Future 

While progress has been made a nd some platea us have been 
reached. we a re enter ing a most exciting era in educat ion and 
progress. 

The efforts of the admin is tration and leach ing s taff wi ll be 
directed to the area of curriculum revision. 

Ou r a ims are to develop methods and materi als fo r a continu ous 
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learning program. This program will a im to accommodate the 
indiv id ual chi ld a nd his many differences. Programs will be estab­
lished to meet the diffe rences of each child and to make these d if­
ferences his s trength fo r learn ing. 

Expansion of the evening school progra m fo r adults. 

Recognizing the importance of the first g rade in school a nd 
no ti ng the high enrollment figures, assistan t teachers will be pro­
vided to lower the pupil-teacher ra tio. 

A summer progra m for pre-school children is currentl y being 
planned to g ive some young ters an equa l s tart on their fi rst for­
mal learning. 

P la nning a nd con tructi on of the new elemen ta ry school will 
provide a facili ty necessary to mccl today's cur r iculum needs 
fo r a ll o f the s tudent . 

Your school commi ttee. adm ini tra to rs and teachers will con­
tinue to prov ide qua li ty education fo r the school ch ild ren of 
Acushnet. 

Mainte nance a nd Repairs 

A ll in vestment wi ll be eval ua ted in the light o f the projected 
liFe o f the s~;hool , clu • to the cons ide ration of a new eleme ntary 

school. 

The only major repai r was a ttcw bo iler insta lled at the 
Mason W. Burl chool. The old boi ler, some 50 years old. could 
not be repa ired. 

Many mi nor repa ir were perfo rmed 111 all of the schools to 
keep them sound for pupil occupancy. 

A ll o f the cu tod ians have ll"o rkcd diligently during the past 
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year and main tain the ir build ings in excellent condition. 

The chool lunch program had a nother successful year. H ow· 
ever. due to rising operational costs. the price of the lunc hes wa 
raised from twe nty-five cents to thirty cents fo r a type " A" lunch. 

While partic ipat ion continues to be good, inflation has caused 
the nece ity o f budgeting money in this he retofore, self-support­
ing program. 

The staff provides a quality, substantial meal through the ir fine 
efforts.

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REPORT OF THE 
SCHOOL PHYSICIAN AND NURSES 

Acushnet, Massachusetts, 
Jan. 30, 1969. 

To the Members of the School Committee, 
The Superintendent, Teachers, and 
Residents of the Town of Acushnet: 

We respectfully submit for your consideration our report of 
data concerning our activities during the year of 1968. 

A physical examination was given to all children in Grades 1, 
4, and 8 in the Public Schools, and to the children in the Pre­
primary, 4th, and 8th Grades in the Parochial Schools. Physical 
examinations were also given to aspirants to the Basketball and 
Baseball teams at Ford Junior High School. 

In a total of 397 physical examinations, the following conditions 
were discovered or revealed: 

Dental defects 
Emotional problems 
Nutritional abnormality 
Eye conditions 
Ear Conditions 
Nose and throat conditions 
Cardiac abnormality 
Postural defects 
Foot conditions 
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Miscellaneous defects 4 

Parents were duly notified of these conditions so that correc­
tive measures could be instituted. 

The Massachusetts Vision Test was administered to 1469 chil­
dren in the school system. Of these, 176 were re-tested because of 
deficiencies in vision, and it was found that 114 failed the test. 
These 114 children have all undergone corrective treatment and 
care, or are in process of such care; this being brought about 
through co-operative efforts of the parents who had been notified 
of these conditions. 

The Massachusetts Pure Tone Audiometer Test for Hearing was 
given to 1430 school children; of whom, 133 had to be re-tested, 
and with the result that 61 were found to have Hearing Defects. 
The parents were so notified, with the result that 49 of these chil­
dren have already begun treatment with their physicians. 

Pre-School Registrations conducted this year during the months 
of May and June included 194 children. Vision and Hearing Tests 
(given for the first time to pre-school children) resulted in the 
discovery of 3 Hearing and 2 Vision Problems which were able 
to be corrected prior to their starting in school in September. 

The Heaf Test for Tuberculosis was administered to 481 school 
children, and to 83 adults. One child found to have a positive 
reaction was further tested and X-rayed, and is now on corrective 
medication. The 32 adults who gave a positive reaction, will be 
followed up further by undergoing chest X-rays. The testing of 
adults by the Heaf Test is a new procedure in co-operation with 
the recent State Law which asks that school personnel must have 
either a negative skin test or negative chest X-rays. 

In accordance with the recommendation of the Massachusetts 
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Health Commission headed by Dr. Salisbury, there has been more 
emphasis in Fluoride Treatment being administered to all children 
attending the Dental Clinics, ar.d it has apparently shown results 
in our 4th Grade Physical Examinations (Dental Clinics are 
attended by the first 4 grades) - the number of dental defects 
found in these physical exams were the lowest in years. During 
the 19 Dental Clinics held this past year, there were 48 examina­
tions, 67 treatments, 82 fillings, 6 extractions, 24 prophylactic 
treatments, and 254 Fluoride treatments. 

Monthly clinics held in the Town Hall on the 1st Wednesday 
of each month except July and August, plus extra "Flu" Vaccine 
clinics, resulted in our being able to administer the following num­
bers of inoculations or vaccinations -

171-Diphtheria, Pertussis, and Tetanus 
253-0ral Polio Vaccine 
60-Smallpox vaccinations 
56-Measles inoculations 

487-Flu vaccine (Type A and Band Asiatic) 
32-Hong Kong Vaccine 
49-Diphtheria, Tetanus 
2-Tetanus, Diphtheria 
9-Typhoid 
3-Mantoux tests. 

1,122-total immunizations given. 

Thus, we complete our list of data concerning our duties ac­
complished during the year 1968, and state again that it has been 
an enjoyable privilege to he so associated. We enjoyed immensely 
the comradeship and co-operation of the Students, the Parents, the 
School Committee, the Superintendent and Teachers, and Co-
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Workers, and to the Board of Health whose financial backing has 
made some of these immunizations programs possible.

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REPORT OF THE ACUSHNET BOARD OF HEALTH 

FOR THE YEAR 1968 

To the Officers and Residents of the 
Town of Acushnet: 

.rhe Board of Health respectfully submits the following report 
for the year 1968: 

Immediately following the election the newly elected member, 
Mr. Emile R. Houle, was sworn into office by the Town Clerk. At 
the first regular meeting the Board of Health was organized as 
follows:

Mr. _Church, who was elected as Selectman, resigned at the end 
of March and we have had a two member board for this year. 

During 1968 the Town Dump on Lawson Ave. was closed due 
to unsanitary conditions and a new Sanitary Landfill Dump was 
opened at 561 Main St. The Board feels that this is a much im­
proved method of disposing of our refuse and look at this as a 
step forward in improving overall refuse disposal in Acushnet. 
We would also like to suggest that the town look to the future and 
acquire additional land, now, for the future dump expansion, 
because we feel the present site will be exhausted in the near future. 

This year we have served 10 patients under the medicare pro­
gram. We joined the Easter Seal Program so that more services 
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can be given to the townspeople. 100 home visits were made to new 
babies. This program has helped us to find any children who may 
be in need of any immunizations. The parents are notified of this 
and the children either come to clinic or go to their own physician. 

There were a total of 5 premature births in the Town of Acush­
net for the year of 1968, and 2 were aided by the Board of Health, 
and there was 1 death. 

A total of 13 deaths, 6 male and 7 female were reported for this 
year. 

Board of Health Dental Clinics were held during the year at 
the office of Dr. Paul W. Kuechler, D.M.D., at 2174. Acushnet Ave., 
New Bedford, Mass., on Tuesday morning 9:00 to 12:00 each 
week. The attendance was limited to the first four grades, with 
the children of the fourth grade taken to clinic first. Fluoride 
Treatments were given to all children attending Dental Clinic for 
the first time this year with excellent results. This treatment was 
started at the recommendaion of Dr. Salisbury, who was respon­
sible for the report on Health Services in the Town of Acushnet. 
19 clinics with a total charge of $1,568.00 for clinics. The children 
paid $332.00 and a balance of $1,236.00 was paid by the Board 
of Health. Dental Clinic is only available to the first four grades 
due to the limited amount of money that we have to use for Den­
tal Clinic. 

The following services were rendered: 

48 examinations 
67 treatments 
82 fillings 

6 extractions 
254 fluoride treatments 

24 prophylasis 

349 individual visits were made to the clinic and 34 children

were completed ·and 48 new children were seen by the dentist. 

School Heaf Testing Program in conjunction with the Bristol 
County Health Association was held in December. A total of 481 
school children were tested and there was 1 positive reactor. 83 
adults in the school system were also tested with 32 positive 
reactors. All positive reactors will be X-rayed. One child found to 
be a positive reactor was further tested and X-rayed and is now 
on corrective medication. 

Monthly Well Baby Clinics were held during the year upstairs 
in the Town Hall on the first Wednesday of each month from 
2-4 P.M. No clinic is held during July and August. A total of 10 
clinics were held. This year we sponsored two Flu Clinics in Octo­
ber and November and elderly people were immunized against 
the Hong Kong Flu.

As a 
project of this kind takes much preparation this Board feels that

The rapid growth of our town has made a sewage system a neces­
sity and every year that this project is delayed will mean an in­
crease in cost to the town.

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REPORT OF TRUSTEES OF 
RUSSELL MEMORIAL LIBRARY 

To the Townspeople of Acushnet: 

The experiment- started in 1967 of opening Tuesday evenings. 
was. incorporated as part of the library schedule of hours. At the 
suggestion of a few people, we added two supper hours as part 
of the schedule of hours for 1969-as of January 1969 the hou):'s 
are: 

2 p.m. to 8 p.m. Tuesdays and Thursdays ~ ·· 
2 p.m. to 5 p.m. Saturdays 

We hope these added hours will enable people coming home from 
work to make better use of the library. 

After discussions with people in charge of the regional library 
program, the trustees decided to apply for membership in the 
Eastern Regional System. If we were accepted, this would go into 
effect as of January 2, 1969. We received notification in Jan­
uary 1969 we had become part of the regional system, and the 
director hoped our people would take advantage of its benefits. 
For those not previously entitled to New Bedford library cards 
free of charge, this is now possible. f Those not entitled were those 
not working in New Bedford, or not going to school in New 
Bedford). 

Other benefits will include more bookmobile services, and the 
privilege of requesting extra library service for books not avail­
able in our library, through our librarian, from the regional li­
brary. 
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. The cost of -this regional membership is borne by the state tax­
payers as-a whole, costs the townspeople nothing extra (except in­
directly as state taxpayers) , does not interfere with the autonomy 
of the town, and is in force on a year-to-year basis. 

Again the subject of state aid to libraries came up. After much 
thought and discussion, the Board of Trustees once again felt it 
would not be to the town's advantage to participate in 1969. 

During the year a new bookcase was added to the reference 
section. It is necessary to keep adding more and more volumes to 
this part of the library because of the constant demand for up-to­
date works of reference on so many subjects. 

The trustees and library staff.are most grateful to the Mothers' 
Club of Acushnet for its interest in the library. For the past several 
years the club has donated sums to be spent on special books. 
This year, not only was this done, but the Mothers' Club worke4 
with the librarian on the summer story book hour. Each year this 
feature has grown, and many children look forward to this sum­
mer activity. 

As usual, the librarian received quite a few donations of books 
and periodicals-which all help-plus donations of office equip­
ment. Donated books and periodicals mean that the book allow­
ance can be used to purchase more of the expensive reference 
works. Anyone wishing to contribute in this manner need only to 
bring the books and periodicals to Mrs. Gifford at the library. If 
there are many books, arrangements can be made to have them 
picked up. 

Again the observance of Massachusetts Art Week by town artists 
and craftsmen was most interesting and well received. 1969 will 
be the tenth observance of Massachusetts Art Week by our town. 
The Board of Trustees of Russell Memorial Library and the Art 
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Committee extend a most cordial invitation to everyone to come to 
Lower Hall during Art Week-May 25 through May 31. This 
annual event began with the celebration of our Centennial Year 
in 1960, and has taken place each year since .. 

The staff of the library and the Board of Trustees sincerely 
hope that our people will avail themselves of the library and its 
services. It is only by the increased use of these facilities can we 
know of your interests, and the j ustHication of spending more tax­
payer money for added services.
