The report of the Superintendent of Schools for
the year ending December 31, 1928, is hereby
submitted.
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REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT

The rapidly amounting cost in operating town,
city, and state government has been a much dis-
cussed topic for the past few years. The amount of
money spent for educational purposes in these lo-
calities, have been and will continue to be carefully
scrutinized. This seems to be right and proper as
education is taking nearly one half of the total appro-
priation in all localities.

Faced with a rapidly growing population and
the necessity of pr.oviding new buildings, the ci:tizens
of Acushnet have never hesitated to meet these re-
sponsibilities and to provide funds for their main-
tenance.

The need for. economy has been kept in mind
in preparing the budget for the coming year. That
this is a difficult problem is attested by the fact that
the department had to provide for an influx of over
one hundred-fifty unexpected pupils at the opening
of school in September. A large percentage of these
came in from the New Bedford Schools. The census
enumerator found an increase in school population
of more than eight per cent over the previous year.
Also, it is impossible to forecast the number of
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Last year the town received the following
amounts:
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SCHOOL HOUSE ACCOMMODATION

Ten years ago the school children of the town
were housed in two buildings, the Long Plain school
with two rooms and the Parting Ways school with
eight rooms.

The rapid development of the town necessitated
a building program. In 1919 the Marie S. Howland

One of the outstanding accomplishments of the
department for the year 1928 was the new policy
ntered into for the transportation of the school
~hildren. The cost of transportation in small towns,
for the past few years, has increased the educational
budget more than anyone item.

The committee after studying the situation in
towns where the transportation costs were low, found
that town ownership of all school busses was the
most economical way of meeting this problem.
Accordingly a contract was made with a motor
company to furnish a new school bus on the deferred
payment plan whereby the transportation costs were
kept as low as in previous years, and at the end of
the year the bus to become the property of the town.
The saving during the first year has been $186.92
with the full purchase price of the bus added to the
transportation costs. Next year transportation cost
should be lowered nearly $1,800.00.

In the light of the experience of other towns
the committee has reailon to believe that this bus will
last from five to seven years.

Last year's report gave a table of how the money
of the department was distributed and a comparison
with the expenditure of school funds in other towns
within the state. This table showed a net per pupil
cost of $64.25. This year the net per pupil cost shows
a still lower figure, $60.50. This places Acushnet as
one of the very lowest in rank of per pupil cost within
the state.

The citizens of the community should realize
that this sum does not represent the net cost of the
schools. Reimbursement comes from the state on
account of teachers salaries, and on account of con-
tinuation school tuition. These sums are not accredit-
ed to the school department, but, nevertheless helps
reduce the cost of the schools to the taxpayer.

The keeping of this estimate so near the ex-
penditures of 1928 is wholly accounted for by the
saving under the item for transportation.
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school, a four room building, with an auditorium
was erected. The following year saw the Mason
W. Burt school, a four room building completed.
During the summer of 1924 the building at Long
Plain was remodeled and made into afour room build-
ing with three rooms finished. In 1926 the building at
Parting Ways was remodeled and enlarged to a
ten room building. For several years the auditorium
at the Marie S. Howard building has been used as a
school room. These new buildings and new improve-
ments to the older buildings gave the town twenty-
two available school rooms. It was thought that
they would be sufficient for several years. However,
the influx of children this fall necessitated the
transferring of over sixty children to the Burt and
Howard school, also, the opening of a room in the
town hall. Every available seat in every room has
been occupied during the year. Some of the rooms,
with a seating capacity of forty are housing forty-
eight and fifty pupils. The graduating classes next
spring will not relieve conditions to any extent. The
department is faced with a real housing problem.

I am not in favor of portable school houses as
they have never proved satisfactory.

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REPORT OF THE SCHOOL PHYSICIAN

Mr. Charles H. Holmes,

Superintendent of Schools,
Acushnet, Mass.

My dear Mr. Holmes:

It gives us pleasure to submit, at this time, our
cnnual report of the medical work of and in the
Acushnet schools. We might say this year we have
felt a triple pleasure as our work has neared com-
pletion.

First, and perhaps greatest has been our
pleasure in seeing and being able to report a very
marked improvement in the physical condition of
the pupils. This improvement while naturally
greater in the upper grades is still very perceptible
in the lower grades. Postural conditions especially
are very much improved, and with improved position
must go both circulatory and digestive improve-
ment as well, as pulimonary gain.

Second, we find great pleasure in an active co-
operaton of principals and teachers in each school.
The work of the school physician must depend for
its continuity and ultimate result upon the daily
cooperation of each teacher.

And third, but far from least, have we appre-
ciated and taken great pleasure in the hearty and
almost universal cooperation of the parent. We are
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ure that each year sees less and less of the antago-
s ism and opposition previously evinced toward the
~uggestions sent to the parents by physician and
school nurse.

We find evidence of much better sanitary con-
ditions in the childrens' homes and their personal
conditions.

One of our long cherished ambitions has been,
at least realized in securing the services of a capable
dentist'to supervise and correct dental conditions,
and when we realize that less than eight per cent of
the children have even been in a dentist's chair, we
can imagine the condition of these childrens' mouths.

Our pre-school clinic has resulted in a far great-
er per cent of first grade children coming to school
vaccinated, as over forty children were vaccinated at
one pre-school session.

Contagious diseases have been kept at a mini-
mum, we believe, as no outbreak of any seriousness
has developed. One threatened outbreak of sca~let
fever was stopped by closing the school, segregatmg
the pupils, and having them visited daily by speci~1
nurses rather than expose our school nurse to thIS
danger.

While we realize that our work is a long ways
from complete and that there is room for much more
improvement we are grateful for each annual im-
provement. We hope in the near future to do some-
thing more in nutritional work, also, to be able to
secure a simple apparatus for corrective postural
work.
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We shall be very glad at some future time to
devote time at regular intervals in supervising such
corrective work.

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REPORT OF SCHOOL DENTiST

Mr. Charles H. Holmes,
Superintendent of Schools,
Acushnet, Mass.

Dear Sir:

Perhaps no part of the wonderful body-machine
more directly govern our physical and mental well
being than the teeth. They may be vigilant guardians
of health and happiness; or they may become vigor-
ous agents of disease and worry. Which they will
be depends on whether we give them proper atten-
tion or neglect them ..

As we measure the worth to ourselves of sound,
regular teeth, so should we value them for the
children and appreciate their important relation to
their future. Teeth kept healthy by early care may
insure for them good looks, good health, efficiency
in work, the savings of money, comfort and content-
ment. Unhealthy teeth, the result of neglect, may
give them uncomely appearances, toothaches and
other diseases, loss of time from their work, and
dentist and doctor bills.

The teeth are, in a sense, like flour mills. Their
purpose is to grind food into small particles, making
it suitable for passing on to the stomach. If they are
not kept healthy and strong they will not be able to
perform this task properly and the stomach will
become overworked and tired.

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If teeth are dirty the food will rub off some of
the dirt and carry it into the body. Decayed teeth
and dirty mouths may result in many ailments, such
as headache, colds, skin troubles, abscesses, boils,
nervousness, neuralgia, neuritis, rheumatism, and,
heart trouble.

The general aim of the dental department is
to inculcate into the minds of the children the great
importance of good teeth and healthy oral tissues by
direct contact and treatment. This is brought about
by examining the mouth of every child in the public
schools, and making a diagnosis of every condition
found with the aid of microscopic study. Of all the
children examined only eight per cent have ever had
any dental treatments.

A separate report is maintained of every child
examined, and thereupon is kept a complete record
of the work done and what is yet to be completed.
At the completion of treatments, the child is given
a certificate which is good for six months, at the end
of this time the mouth is reexamined. All this work
is done for a minimum fee payed by the child; the
greatest part of the cost being payed by the board
of health.

This is the first year that this dental clinic has
been tried in the town of Acushnet and great co-
operation is evident throughout the different schools.
Forty percent of the pupils of the Marie S. Howard
School have received treatments and ninety percent
at the Long Plain School.

Every child must be examined, treated,
and brought up to standard, and the work arranged
on a basis of a certain amount of time per week.

The importance of this work can not be over
emphasized and if at any time doubt arises in the
minds of the parents as to treatment of their chil-
dren's teeth a personal consultation may help to
clear up their difficulties.

I extend my sincere thanks to all the parents and
teachers who are cooperating with me to make this
work a great success.
