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REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT

To the School Committee of Acushnet:
Gentlemen:

The report of the superintendent of schools for the year
ending December 31, 1929, is hereby submitted.

The administration and accomplishment of any mu-
nicipal department of a town or city is better known and
understood by those who are in close contact with it than
is the general public. This applies te the school department
more than to any branch of town government.

The School Committee, annuaily ask for the larges.
appropriation. They direct the expenditures of money for
upkeep of the school buildings, the payment of teachers and
janitors, and for the transportation of pupils. They re-
ceive, from the superintendent, monthly, a report of progress
of the schools, and equipment needed. The School Com-
mittee being fully acquainted with the amount of work done
is able to meet efficiently, the thousand and one problems
that arise during the school year.

The town report is the only medium by which citizens
become acquainted with the work of the department. For

this reason matters that are pertinent to the voters will be
discussed.

The physical condition of the school plant is in excellent
condition. The committee during the last five years, has
tarried out an intelligent and well planned expenditure of
Money for repairs.
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This year two coats of paint have been given to the &
Parting Ways school, and at the request of the State In- |

spector of schols, extensive repairs have been made at the
Long Plain school.

The drinking fountains at the Parting Ways school have
been removed from the coal and wood basement, and placeq
in the rear hall on the first floor. Four new bubblers have
been added. For the convenience of the four hundreq
pupils who use this several times daily, as well as for sani-
tary reasons, this has been a wise expenditure.

The acedemic side of the department has not been ne-
glected. Tor some years the department has been collect-
ing data on advanced methods of reading. This year a
teacher committee was appointed to choose from this ma-
terial a course in reading that would be modern enough in
its tendencies, and basic enough in principle to last for
several years without making a change in text books. The
committee chose as the best course the “Child-Story
Readers”. A silent reading series that is based on the most
complete check up of the pupils vocabulary, comprehension,
and progress that has yet come from the press. A marked
improvement has already been observed in the added interest
and ability of the pupil over the old method.

The committee on English has made an intensive study
of the needs of this department. They have compiled a
tentative course for the eight grades. This has been mime-
ographed and now is in the hands of the grade teachers.

Some radical changes have been made in the arithmetic

course. Formal number work has been dropped from the
first two grades. The pupil’s only acquaintance with this

subject being simple problems that are connected with life
interests.

The foregoing recounts some of the work gcco:nphs.hed
during the year. It does not list all the activities, but gives

some idea of the comprehensive work being done by the

school department.

The policy of keeping the buildings in good repair
should be carried on this year. The outside trimmings of

the Mason W. Burt school, Marie S. Howard school, and the
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Long Plain school should be painted this summer. The
School room walls in the Mason Burt school and the Marie
S. Howard school should be retinted. Nothing has been
done to them for ten years. The present color scheme is
somber and harmful to the eyes.

The unused boiler at the Parting Ways school should be
put in usable condition as a safety measure. It is needed
on cold winter mornings to furnish auxiliary heat. The
present boiler does not furnish sufficient radiation for ex-
tremeiy cold mornings.

The lighting system at the Long Plain school should
be corrected and more lights added. This can be done at a
small cost. The director at the New Bedford Vocational
School has presented figures on the cost of material and

will do the work as a practical problem, to give his students
experience in actual wiring.

An appropriation should be made to take care of the
cesspools at the Marie S. Howard schools. A large septic
tank should be installed and connected with both toilet
rooms. This tank should be large enough to take care of

the three extra rooms that, may, sometime, be added to the
building.

The water supply at the Long Plain school is not ade-
quate for the building. The water pipes connecting the
well with the building are nearly filled with rust.

Though many unforseen expenses have come up for
payment this year we have kept within the budget. The
reason for this can be explained readily. The strike in the
New Bedford mills during the summer of 1928 caused many
children from Acushnet, who were working in that city, to

be idle. As a consequence our Continuation school bill
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ed from over eighteen hundred dollars to less than
'I‘Opp hundred dollars. For the first time since the con-
g i : of the Normandin Junior High school, in New
Stl‘UCthin we have had the privilege of sending our first
g ; This has been a saving to the depart-

d

ear pupils there.

The increase asked for this year is nearl’y.all allotted
to the expense of instruction. We are retaining a large
number of our present corps of teachers. As few ch these
have reached the maximum salary set by the department,
they will receive their regular increase. We .also have ad-
ded an extra teacher to the teaching force this year.

My dear Mr. Holmes:

At the close of another year’s work as school physician

I find, as usual, facts both pleasing and others not as en- |

couraging.

Industrial conditions both in 1928 and 1929 have been |
a factor militating against full accomplishment of our work |
for the utmost in physical improvement of the school chil-

dren of the town.

The work of the school health corps—District Nurse and |
Physician—is necessarily interlocked and circumseribed by |

home conditions and cooperation. Without both of these to

the fullest extent, our work is greatly neutralized, indeed

may bezome entirely valueless.

The school physician and school nurse must confine |
their work largely to inspection and to supervision of the |

work done at home and, when the parents are discouraged
and impoverished they fail of this co-operation.

Complaints have come to the department, for instance, &§
following instruction as to pediculosis, that the nurse re &
fused to enter the home to do the work. This of course is §
an extreme case but illustrates what we find in many cases

in less marked degree.

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REPORT OF THE SUPERVISOR OF MUSIC

Mr. Charles H. Holmes
Superintendent of Schools

Acushnet, Massachusetts

My dear Mr. Holmes:

Music already occupies an important place in the curri-
culum, but, owing to new requirements and the inherent
difficulties, it is almost impossible for the majority of our
children to hear good music often enough to enable them to

educate their ears to a proper understanding of music as
an art.

I maintain that music, as a language can be understood
by almost anyone. The cases of people who are so called
tone deaf are exceedingly rare. The main thing is to
teach our own young people enough and to make them see
how music, as a language, can reflect their own feelings.
Children can feel just as intensely as adults and in some
cases more intensely. The grief of the little girl whose doll
is broken is, for the time being, just as great as that of the
mother who loses her own child. Luckily such misery, such
sorrow, in the child, does mnot last, for the next new doll

will do much towards obliterating the memory of the last
one.

Therefore these primal emotions of joy and sorrow, of
pride, of humility, of religious aspirations, of merriment or
amusement can be felt by the child to as great a degree as by
the adult; and the delight of the child in finding that all

of its feelings can be reflected and interpreted in music is
wonderful.
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The progress of the pupils of the various schools is
most gratifying to me. The quality of tone developed in
the early grades is being carefully worked out. In the
upper grades part music is used. Much more attention is
being given to the technical side of music which is followed
at frequent intervals by tests. This season in the Parting
Ways school we have a mixed Glee Club- of some seventy
voices.

Your attention is called to the graduation at the Marie
S. Howard school last June when Miss Davis so carefully
prepared, “The Childhood of Hiawatha”, a secular Cantata,
by Ira B. Winslow. Poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.
Also in the Long Plain school where Mrs. Reed so ably pre-
sented “A Trip to Europe” by J. C. Macy, a musical Operetta
in three scenes.

At the Parting Ways school we gave an American
Operetta, “College Days”, A romance of college life. A
musical comedy in three acts. Book, Lyrics and music by
Mary H. Dodge and John N. Dodge.
